The Elwood N. and Katherine Thompson Distinguished Professor of Modern World 
History at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln, Borstelmann focuses his research on  
the intersection of United States domestic history and international history.

Author or co-author of five books, Borstelmann received the Tonous and Warda  
Johns Family Book Award from the Pacific Coast Branch of the American Historical 
Association for his latest book, “Just Like Us: The American Struggle to Understand 
Foreigners” (Columbia University Press, 2020).
